supported by Rahul Gandhi
and the Congress".

The event -- "A Night of
Resistance with Guerrilla
Dhaba" -- was organised at
Sabarmati Dhaba to mark
the anniversary of the Jan-
uary 5, 2020, violence in
which a group of masked
persons had entered the
campus and unleashed

mayhem by attacking stu-
dents and teachers.

A purported video of the
Monday protest showed
students allegedly raising
slogans against the prime
minister and Union home
minister after the Supreme
Court refused to grant bail
to Khalid, a former JNU
student leader, and Imam
in the 2020 Delhi riots con-
spiracy case.

The  University has
named several students,
including current Jawa-
harlal Nehru University
Students' Union (JNUSU)
president Aditi Mishra, and
said they were identified
during the programme. It
claimed that the slogans
were "deliberate”, "repeat-
ed" and had the "potential
to seriously disrupt public
order, campus harmony
and security".

His relatives said he had
been under severe mental
stress following his SIR

hearing.

UP SIR draft voter list out: 12.55 cr
voters retained, 2.89 cr removed

PTI, LUCKNOW: The
draft electoral roll for Ut-
tar Pradesh published on
Tuesday after the Special
Intensive Revision (SIR)
excludes 2.89 crore voters
but retains 12.55 crore,
said Chief Electoral Officer
(CEO) Navdeep Rinwa.

The 2.89 crore voters, or
18.70 per cent, of the 15.44
crore listed earlier could
not be included in the draft
list due to deaths, perma-
nent migration or multiple
registrations, he said at a
press conference.

Talking to PTI Videos, UP
Congress president Ajay
Rai said the time allotted
for the SIR exercise was
short.

Making small child touch private parts
aggravated sexual assault: Delhi HC

PTI, NEW DELHI: Making
a small child touch one's
private parts with sexual
intent is aggravated sexual
assault under the Protec-
tion of Children from Sex-
ual Offences (POCSO) Act,
the Delhi High Court has
held.

Justice Neena Bansal Kr-
ishna passed the verdict
while dismissing a man's
appeal against his convic-
tion and sentence under
Section 10 (punishment

for aggravated sexual as-
sault) of POCSO for flash-
ing his private part before a
girl aged around four years
and making her touch it.

Under POCSO, sexu-
al assault on a child be-
low twelve years of age
amounts to aggravated
sexual assault.

The appellant, a tenant
in the minor's house, was
convicted by the trial court
in July 2024 and conse-
quently sentenced to seven

years' rigorous imprison-
ment.

The incident took place
in June 2022.

"Making a small child
touch the private part with
sexual intent amounts to
aggravated sexual assault
and therefore, the offence
under Section 10 POCSO
Act, was established," the
court held.

"There is no merit in
the Appeal, which is here-
by dismissed along with

pending Applications, if
any," it ordered.

In the judgment passed
on January 5, the court re-
jected the accused's claim
of the survivor being tu-
tored and lack of incrim-
inating evidence against
him, as it held that the core
allegation of sexual assault
remained consistent in the
survivor's testimonies and
minor variations in ex-
pression did not affect her
credibility.
