The arrest of the prime ac-
cused,identifiedasSheikhSai-
fuddin, came a day after Chief
Minister Suvendu Adhikari
visited the dead BJPworker’s
residence and promised that
strongactionwouldbe taken.

Saifuddin is the eleventh
person to be arrested in the
murdercase.

Deywas the vice-president
of BJP’s Booth 197 under
BagnanMondal 5 in Howrah
district, and was allegedly
beaten to death in Santoshpur
area of Bagnan in Howrah
districtonJune17.

His family alleged thatDey
was grievously assaulted and

later succumbed to injuries in
hospital. He was declared
brought dead at Bagnanrural
Hospital,whilethreeotherBJP
workers sustained critical in-
juries and were shifted to a
nursinghomefor treatment.

Thekillingtriggeredapoliti-
calstorm,withtheBJPalleging
that the attack was politically
motivated.

TheCIDtookovertheinves-
tigation on June 21 following
thechiefminister’sinstruction.
Atotalof51peoplewerenamed
asaccusedintheFIrregistered
in thematter, of which 40 are
still absconding.

Saifuddinwill be produced
before a district court inHow-
rah later in the day, and the
public prosecutorwill seek his
CIDcustody.

onSaturday, thechiefmin-
ister had announced financial
assistanceofrs5 lakhforPras-
anta Dey’s family, over and
abovethers4lakhalreadypro-
vided by the district adminis-
tration, and a contractual gov-
ernment job for the elder
daughter of the victim in the
BDooffice.

Adhikari also directed the
districtmagistrate to immedi-
ately sanctionold-agepension
forDey’selderlyparents.

After themeetingwith the
chief minister, Dey’s son told
mediapersons that the family
haddemandedcapitalpunish-
ment for those responsible for
his father’smurder.

“our familyurged thechief
minister to ensure that the ac-
cused are hanged. He assured
usthatthepoliceareinvestigat-
ingthecaseandthoseinvolved
will be brought to justice,” the
victim’s sonsaid.

Adhikari had promised the
familythatthegovernmentfol-
lows a ‘zero tolerance’ policy
againstpoliticalviolence,while
assuring strict action against
theperpetrators.
