IN A joint operation, the How-
rah district police and the
Criminal Investigation Depart-
ment (CID) on Sunday arrested
the prime accused in the Bag-
nan BJP worker Prasanta Dey
murder case.

The arrest of the prime ac-
cused, identified as Sheikh Sai-
fuddin, came a day after Chief
Minister Suvendu Adhikari
visited the dead BJP worker’s
residence and promised that
strong action would be taken.

Saifuddin is the eleventh
person to be arrested in the
murder case.

Dey was the vice-president
of BJP’s Booth 197 under
Bagnan Mondal 5 in Howrah
district, and was allegedly
beaten to death in Santoshpur
area of Bagnan in Howrah
district on June 17.

His family alleged that Dey
was grievously assaulted and

While visiting his family on
Saturday, Chief Minister
Suvendu Adhikari promised
strict punishmentin the
murder case of BJP worker
Prasanta Dey. FiLe

later succumbed to injuries in
hospital. He was declared
brought dead at Bagnan Rural
Hospital, while three other BJP
workers sustained critical in-
juries and were shifted to a
nursing home for treatment.

TheKkilling triggered a politi-
calstorm, with the BJP alleging
that the attack was politically
motivated.

The CID took over the inves-
tigation on June 21 following
the chiefminister’sinstruction.
Atotal of 51 people were named
asaccused in the FIR registered
in the matter, of which 40 are
still absconding.

Saifuddin will be produced
before a district court in How-
rah later in the day, and the
public prosecutor will seek his
CID custody.

On Saturday, the chief min-
ister had announced financial
assistance of Rs 5 lakh for Pras-
anta Dey’s family, over and
above the Rs4 lakh already pro-
vided by the district adminis-
tration, and a contractual gov-
ernment job for the elder
daughter of the victim in the
BDO office.

Adhikari also directed the
district magistrate to immedi-
ately sanction old-age pension
for Dey’s elderly parents.

After the meeting with the
chief minister, Dey’s son told
mediapersons that the family
had demanded capital punish-
ment for those responsible for
his father’s murder.

“Our family urged the chief
minister to ensure that the ac-
cused are hanged. He assured
usthatthe police are investigat-
ingthe case and those involved
will be brought to justice,” the
victim’s son said.

Adhikari had promised the
family that the government fol-
lows a ‘zero tolerance’ policy
against political violence, while
assuring strict action against
the perpetrators.

A STRONG seasonal trough
stretching from Punjabto Bihar,
combined with massive moist-
ure riding in from the Bay of
Bengal, is set to keep West Ben-
gal under active monsoon con-
ditions through the week, with
thunderstorms forecast for Kol-
kata from Monday and heavy
rainfall across north Bengal.
Kolkata recorded light rain
onSunday with atemperature of
32°C, though it feels like 41°C.
The IMD has forecast a 55%

chance of scattered thunder-
storms later today with heavy
thunderstorms expected during
the day on Monday;, followed by
light rain at night.

The probability of rain on
Monday stands at 95%.

North Bengal continues to
bearthe brunt of an active south-
west monsoon, with tea garden
areas such as Indong and Jiti
recording 25-26 cm staggering
rainfall.

TheIMD haswarned of flash
floods, waterlogging inlow-lying
areas, trafficdisruptionsand the
possibility of landslides in hill

sources, Das’ public statements
regardingthe Bangladesh monk
issue formed the primary basis
for the disciplinary action.

The development comes
daysafter Dasemerged as one of
ISKCON's faces during the con-
troversy surrounding the gov-
ernment's decision tointroduce
vegetarian mid-day meals in
Kolkata schools.

From Fariapukur murals to live
matches on tea stalls, Kolkata’s
unmatched World Cup frenzy

AS THE FIFA World Cup 2026
crosses the halfway mark with
more than 50 matches com-
pleted, football conversations
have spilt out from television
screens onto tea stalls, college
campuses and neighbourhood
clubs across Kolkata.

In Fariapukur, a north Kol-
kata locality that has once again
turned heads with its football-
themed street art, the tourna-
ment hasbecome more thanjust
a sporting spectacle; it has be-
come acommunity celebration.

Weeks before the WC kicked
off, Fariapukur residents trans-
formed the neighbourhood into
avibrant football gallery. Led by
the youth organisation Ganapati
SevaDal, local artists and volun-
teersspent nearly amonth plan-
ningthe projectand overaweek
bringing it to life. Walls were
adorned with portraits of foot-
ball stars, iconic World Cupima-
gery,and murals celebratingthe
game’s global culture.

For the organisers, the initi-
ative is about much more than
decoration. “Football is not
merely asport; itisa philosophy
oflife, a culture and amedium of
unity,” one organiser had said
while explaining the motivation
behind the project. The group
hopes the murals will inspire

younger generations to recon-
nect with Kolkata’s rich football
heritage and dream of seeing
Indiacompete on the sport’sbig-
gest stage one day.
Theefforthasreceived wide-
spread attention, even earning
recognition from FIFA, which
shared images ofthe artworkon
itssocial media. Yet for manyin-
volved, the greatest reward has
been seeing children develop a
growing interest in football.
Asthetournamententersits
decisive phase, football fans
across the city are closely follow-
ing the action and debating the
major talking points of the com-
petition—from standout players
and teams to the impact of ex-
panded 48-team formatand the
future of multi-country hosting.
Analoy Majumder, a sports
management student and avid
football fan, believes the ex-
panded format has made the
tournament more competitive
by giving smaller nations the
confidence to challenge tradi-
tional powers. However, he feels
that while multi-country host-
ing may be necessary, it inevi-
tably sacrifices some of the
unique atmosphere that single-
host World Cups once provided.
Football fan Anirban Bose,
meanwhile, remains captivated
by Messi’s enduring brilliance.
“While Kylian Mbappé and
Erling Haaland have been

amongthestandout performers,
Lionel Messi has once again
shown why he remains one of
thegreatest playersofall time. At
39, his hunger, precision and
leadership continue to amaze
football fans,” Bose said.

Bose said that the expanded
tournament has enriched the
World Cup by allowing smaller
nations to prove themselves on
the global stage.

Beyond Messi, Ronaldo

Subham Das, a final-year
CSEstudentat TechnoInstitute,
offers a contrasting perspective
on the competition’s format.

“Messiand Ronaldo maystill
dominate the headlines, but if T
have to identify players who are
currently making the biggestim-
pact, Iwould pick Lamine Yamal
of Spain and Kylian Mbappé of
France. Both Spain and France
look like strong contenders for
the World Cup,” he said.
